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[ Abstract] Objective Explore the mode and feasibility of evidence—based medicine (EBM) education in
oncological surgery clinical teaching. Methods Eighty—one interns of Kunming medical university were selected to
teaching by EBM theories teaching, seminar in groups and clinical practical teaching. The teaching effect was
estimated in closed—book examing and questionnaire survey. Results There were thirteen interns excellent in
EBM test score, fifty—seven well, eleven qualified, and no unqualified. The EBM teaching could improve students'
cognition and application ability. The EBM teaching had good effects on learning initiative, arouse learning
interest, increase sense of participation and learning ability, enhance the combining of theory and clinic, and
practical ability. Students were more satisfied with EBM education in oncological surgery clinical teaching.
Conclusions Tt is effective and feasible to introduce EBM education in clinical teaching of oncological surgery.
